WORLDS SPRINT TRIALS

This is the last panui before the Trials.

RACE PROGRAMME

Please read this carefully!!!!
The revised race programme is attached to this panui.      There have been some changes, so make sure you know when you are racing.

W1 (RUDDERED) TIME TRIALS - SATURDAY
The ruddered W1 time trials on the Saturday are an important part of the selection process for W6/ W12 teams.

All paddlers listed on the programme must complete their W1 trial.

ID cards must be shown at registration.  All ID applications received by 18/10/05 have been processed and will be ready for collection at the venue.
You should by now have arranged for a Surfrigger to paddle in.  All Surfriggers will be weighed up to 20kg.

Paddlers may not share a canoe with a paddler in a heat two ahead or behind them.

The programme for these races is tight so be ready for your race!

W6 TRAINING - SATURDAY

A timetable for W6 training on Saturday appears below.  There are 16 canoes available, so there should be enough for all teams, but please stick to your age division time.  It is also very important that you stay off the race course and do not interfere in any way with the W1 trials paddlers.

W6 RACES - SUNDAY

Team lists for the first round of W6 racing are attached.  There have been some changes, so read carefully.

On Sunday paddlers need to keep on top of the team listings and race draws for their team.  Please note that team combinations may change from Round 3 of the W6 500m races.  There will be plenty of announcements, so no excuses will be accepted.  

At the event teams must register for their race with the paddler combination that has been assigned for that team.  

ID cards must be shown at registration.  

Paddlers will also be asked to record at registration what seat number they will be in the canoe.  This information will be used for later review by coaches of videos so the paddler cannot change seats after registering.

The Mahimahi will be weighed up to the heaviest waka, as per Nationals.

WORLDS W1 TRIALS - MONDAY

In some divisions Coaches have gone for more than 16 trialists – see the programme.  There will also be some additions following the ruddered trials on Saturday – paddlers will be advised of this by the latest on Saturday evening.

Please note also that the lane draws may be changed.

These are rudderless trials.  You should by now have arranged for a Surfrigger to paddle in.  All Surfriggers will be weighed up to 20kg.

FEES

Some paddlers have not paid their fee.  If you haven’t, you should go to administration and pay well before your first race.  A list of paddlers who have not paid will be kept at registration.  If you are on this list you will not be permitted to race.
Some men have paid their fees into the BNZ account without putting a reference on their payment.  Please check at administration to see if you are one of those.  You will need to provide evidence of your deposit.  Please ensure that you do this, as otherwise you will be on the “not-paid” list at registration.

ON-SITE ARRANGEMENTS

The tent sites will be available on a “first-come-first-served” basis.  Feel free to arrange this through your club or region – it’s up to you.  The area directly behind the tower is restricted to official tents only,  Parking is not monitored so again first in first served as long as access is not blocked.

There will be some on-site stalls, but don’t expect the full nationals-type arrangements.  It would be a good idea to bring your own food and drink to the site.

MEETINGS/ INTERVIEWS

Some coaches and selection panels will be wanting to meet with teams and individual paddlers.  Please make yourselves available for these as they are an important part of the process of selection.
