W1 QUOTA

Regions submit W1 entries.  Some clubs have entered W1 paddlers; these entries will be deleted off your team roster.



MIDGETS

To allow for development the following criteria will apply to the midget division:

Steerers

Non-paddling steerers are permitted for the midget division only.  The following will apply:

· Non-paddling steerer must sit in seat six (i.e. five midget paddlers plus the non-paddling steerer)

· Must be a J16 paddler or older

· Rudder steering only

Team composition

· Where clubs are unable to furnish a full crew of boys or girls, they are permitted to enter a mixture of boys and girls; any ratio is acceptable.  

· These teams will be entered in the boys division.

REPLACEMENT ID CARDS

Please do not apply for replacement cards for members competing at 2006 Nationals.  Cards will be automatically printed from your paddler rosters.

Only apply and pay for new card applications.

W12 REGIONAL TEAMS
This only applies to Midgets, J23, Snr Master, and Kuia/Kaumatua divisions.

No other divisions will be permitted regional crews.
